Information for Your Printer

When you order the “printer version” you’ll receive a large PDF file ready to send to your printer. If you want to start making arrangements, here are a few things you and your printer will need to know:
a. Man Talk is 28 pages including the cover. The page size is 5.5” x 8.5”. (In other words, it’s the equivalent of 7 sheets of letter-size page folded in half.)

b. It’s set up to print on an offset press (that is, a printing press, as opposed to a photocopy-type machine.)
c. There is a bleed, so pages will need to be trimmed. They need to be stapled together.

d. It’s two color (that is, black plus red ‘spot’ color.) There are line drawings but no photographs.

e. It’s your choice whether to use the same paper for the cover and the inside.  A slightly heavier cover stock is nicer but a bit more expensive. 

f. The type of paper is your choice. But we’d recommend a smooth or very smooth, uncoated text stock (also known as offset stock.) Use a 70 pound or, better, an 80 pound stock.
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
